Support the Safety Net in the 


2011 Milwaukee County Budget 10/10/10





The County Executive has released his proposed 2011 budget and it will now move to County Supervisors on the Finance and Audit budget.  We are still analyzing the proposed budget.  However, on first review, the proposed budget appears to retain current funding levels for disability services, IDAP, 211, and adds new funding for mental health services as requested by advocates.  The budget retains the current paratransit service area and transit routes, but cuts the frequency of transit routes.  





County supervisors will face difficult decisions as they move forward with their work on the budget.  It is essential that advocates reach out to county supervisors and urge them to fund our priorities in the 2011 budget.  





Action Requested


Contact your County Supervisor and Finance members.  Ask them to fully fund human services and transit /paratransit services in the 2011 Budget.


Thank the County Executive for fully funding health and human services,  and paratransit. and increasing funding for mental health services.

Dear County Supervisor______,�As you work on a very tough 2011 County Budget, I urge you to maintain funding for disability services, mental health services, 211 and IDAP.  Please support the increased funding in the budget for mental health services.  These additions were recommended by advocacy groups and are urgently needed.   We also ask you to prioritize strategies to maintain funding for the BadgerCare Core program which replaced GAMP.  In these difficult times, there is an increased need for the critical safety net of services provided by Milwaukee County.  ��I also ask your support for fully funding the fixed route and paratransit system and maintaining the paratransit service areas.  Transportation services are crucial to providing people with access to health care, food, employment, shopping, and community events.  Cutting the frequency of routes and hours of operation will have a harmful fiscal impact on community members who rely on these services to get to work, medical appointments, shop for food, and other vital needs.
